Three Decades of    
“Making a Difference 

 in the Lives of Children” 

      Beth Pettit, founder and 
Executive Director of St. Alo-
ysius Education Clinic (SAEC), 
has devoted the last three dec-
ades of her life as a champion 
of the  belief that educational 
success begins by building liter-
acy skills and fostering a  love 
for reading in children at an 
early age.  She has also ad-
dressed a range of academic 
and social needs that our stu-
dents encounter as they move 
through elementary and middle 
school, enter high school, and 
prepare themselves for college. 
     “Every morning when I 
wake up, I feel so blessed to 
know that my day will be filled 
with activities which will have a 
lasting, positive impact on the 
lives of children.  Whether de-
veloping programs to meet a 
specific educational need, pro-
viding assistance to a youth 
applying to college, or review-
ing the sounds of the alphabet 
with preschool children, my life 
is never dull but always reward-
ing” says Ms. Pettit, about the 
organization she founded and 
has led for the past 30 years.   
     SAEC began in the early 
70’s after Pettit attended a spe-
cial reception.  The reception 
was also attended by the foun-
der of Reading is Fundamental 
(RIF), the oldest and largest 
nonprofit children’s literacy 
program.  After receiving help 
with funding from the former 

President of Manhattanville Col-
lege, Pettit started the first 
funded RIF program in New 
York City.  This was only the 
beginning.  Ms. Pettit went on to 
develop other educational pro-
grams to meet the needs of 
children in the community. 
     In 1979, Rev. Daniel Gartland 
the pastor of St. Aloysius 
Church in Harlem, suggested 
that Pettit combine all of the 

separate programs into one 
community-based organization, 
hence the “formal” beginning of 
the St. Aloysius Education Clinic.    
     Beth Pettit had a dream that 
she could make a difference in 
the lives of children.  This dream 
as lasted over 30 years, and 
there is no end in sight.  For this 
and all you do, Beth Pettit, we 
say THANK YOU!
